to many forms of reading in the home.

Success in reading depends on the way the child feels and works, uses words, sees likenesses and
differences, understands what is seen and uses informationttha been learnt from experience. At Bell
Park North Primary School a commitment to teaching reading is fostered through a daily one hour guided
reading session with small group instruction and daily home neptdi practice these new skills.

Reading ahome is rewarded with certificates presented at school assemblies each week and the Reading
Recovery program is offered in grade one to assist those children who need additional support when

leaming to read and write. Parentalipport is paramounttotf OKAf RQ&a adz00Saa Ay (K
A child needs experience in expressing ideas in conversations with parents, relatives, playmates and

friends. Encouragement is needed to make discoveries in the environment and have some knowledge of

the wider world.

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MATHEMATICS

To develop concepts of number and space the child must be a participant in activities. Children
learn many things about the physical world before they abstract the idea of formal maths.
Counting is one of the first formal number ideas taught to children the numbers that they

recite often have little meaning for them.

The world of home, family and neighbourhood is a world of things that stimulate the five senses.
The child is in contact with different materials throughout the day, many of which provid
mathematical experiences and ideas. A box of blocks emptied on the floor are individual pieces
which can be used to sort and classify into colours, shapes or size, can be counted or built into
objects that arebig, small, wide andtall, vertical and horizontal. Much valuable and enjoyable
learning takes place through play.

Many activities can be experienced by the child that offer opportunities for the development of
language associated with maths and begin the foundation for later leardirgpilyone hour

Numeracy block will teach all aspects of mathematics every Bayents are also encouraged to
make use of everyday situations to reinforce maths concepts at home, eg. cooking, going
shopping, singing number rhymes, building, collecting andraprtising money or playing card or

dice games. It is important that parents and teachers work as partners to enhance the educational
experience of their child.

(Emaotional, or affective; Social; Cognitive [thinking];dLeage; Physical) is taken into account

when planning teaching and learning experiences.
